On June 17, 2011 George Sheldon will join HHS in the Administration for Children and Families (ACF) as the Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary and Acting Assistant Secretary at ACF.  George has more than 35 years of national, state, and local government experience, having served most recently as Secretary of the Florida Department of Children and Families (DCF).  Prior to that, he served as that Department’s Assistant Secretary for Operations.  During his time in Florida, George oversaw the state’s child welfare programs, fostering a 36% reduction in children in out-of-home care, focusing closely on integrating mental health and domestic violence services throughout the Department. He also helped the state dramatically reduce their SNAP error rate to become a national leader.

In early 2010, George worked closely with federal partners at HHS and ACF in the aftermath of Haiti’s catastrophic earthquake.  Together, Florida and ACF met the needs of over 27,000 American citizens, 700 medical evacuees, and 600 Haitian children moving through the adoption process with American families.  Before his service at DCF, George was Associate Dean for Student and Alumni Services at St. Thomas University School of Law.  In 1975, George was elected to the Florida House of Representatives, where he built an eight-year record focusing on the environment and children.  Born in Wildwood, New Jersey, George received both his B.A. and J.D. from Florida State University.

Measuring Bullying Victimization, Perpetration, and Bystander Experiences: A Compendium of Assessment Tools 

Bullying, particularly among school-age children, is a major public health problem. This compendium provides researchers, prevention specialists, and health educators with tools to measure a range of bullying experiences: bully perpetration, bully victimization, bully-victim experiences, and bystander experiences. Some researchers continue to examine the risk and protective factors associated with bullying experiences. Others are working to design, implement, and evaluate bully prevention interventions aimed at reducing bully victimization and perpetration, as well as increasing prosocial bystander involvement in bullying situations. The ability to measure bullying experiences broadly and completely is crucial to the success of these activities. CDC has recently announced a STRYVE funding opportunity.  The specific purpose of this cooperative agreement is to increase, among local, city, or county public health departments, the use of comprehensive youth violence prevention strategies.  Through the use of STRYVE tools, training, and technical assistance the funded local public health departments will engage a multi-sector coalition in the strategic planning and development of a comprehensive youth violence prevention plan and  implement selected youth violence prevention programs, policies, and practices that are based on the best available evidence. Dating Matters™: Strategies to Promote Healthy Teen Relationships 

CDC has developed a comprehensive teen dating violence prevention initiative that builds on the current evidence base for prevention. Dating Matters™: Strategies to Promote Healthy Teen Relationships focuses on 11 to 14 year olds in high-risk, urban communities. It will involve preventive components at the individual, peer, family, school, and neighborhood levels. Dating Matters will also entail a rigorous cross-site evaluation that includes outcome, process, and implementation evaluation as well as a cost analysis.
